Chair Person's report:
Last year I reported that the new King Charles the third Coronation bench and the refurbished Jubilee seat were almost ready to be installed. Well they soon were, and I’m pleased to say that I have seen the Coronation seat get a fair amount of use.     
Early in the summer we got the Green Spaces group running. So far, we have focussed on the space around the village pump and working with the Parish Council to renovate the parish finger-post signs. If anybody would like to get involved with the group to enhance other areas around the parish, please do let me know – It’s totally informal and there are no commitments. 
The Parish Council has had one finger post cleaned and repainted thanks to a grant from our District Councillors, and the one at Dewdown had some repairs by Somerset Forge and was repainted and re-erected thanks to the work of Mike Ford. The chair is slowly repainting a third and we have had a grant from The Mendip Society to help with a fourth.
The Parish Council reviewed many of our legal documents and adopted the Local Government Association Model Councillor Code of Conduct 2020. We have also invested in a modern Windows laptop for the Clerk, with thanks to Liz Horne for arranging that. 
Our Clerk also carried out a review of our website and alternatives, and the Council agreed the current arrangement remained best value for our requirements.
In September we were sad to lose as a councillor Jane Batten who over many years has made many significant contributions as a Councillor. We are still seeking somebody to make up the numbers on the Council.
Councillor Ingrid Wilms has put together a welcome pack for any new residents in the parish.
There has been the usual range of planning applications to consider, and a number of enforcement issues raised by the Parish Council. Many will be aware of the situation at the South West of the parish at the end of Bellevue Lane. Here a number of unroadworthy vehicles and other items have been left on a couple of fields and later materials suitable for a large building arrived and the construction of a track commenced. All of this is on agricultural land (fields) and access is along the very narrow lane immediately adjacent to Lake House. BANES enforcement officers have been very active in stopping the inappropriate activities, but we watch the site with some concern over its future. 
John Mallone has continued to represent us at the Parish Councils Airport Association. We are saddened at the next round of expansion proposals to increase the number of passengers and flights as well as take more land for the airport.
